READ & WRITE  The soldiers made fun of Jesus. 

They put a crown of thorns on His head and pretended 
He was a king but they didn’t believe He really was. 
Even though they hurt Jesus, He didn’t stop loving 

them. Jesus IS the true King, even when people didn’t 
treat Him like one. He chose to suffer because He loves 

us. Write JESUS on the crown below.

He was brave, 
kind, and willing to step out in faith.
